4, Highlight all areas where contfour is but a bit below them fo create
dimension to our wrinkles
5. using our color wheel CK-4 Bruise and abrasions and the color red and our

sponge we're going to mark some blood vessels on cheeks and nose. Also,
with — highlight.

6. Just below our eyes apply with contour sunspofts in different sizes.

with sponge create pores

apply red from color wheel CK-4 bruise and abrasions to nose wax to
bring back life to it.

From our makeup kit bruise and abrasions use the color red and dark purple to
put on the inside of our scar.

Contour face and highlight scar.

Using the color red again and sponge create splashes on scars.
Do eyebrows.

Put mascara.

Put lipstick.

On the other half of face put spirit gum on top of lip and let it get tacky

With the hair we use separate it and comb it then iry to get it even on one side and cut
it.

After our spirit gum is tacky gently put hair on mustache area and pull out any excess
hair. Repeat that until you're satisfied with the mustache.

After you're done covering your eyebrow, powder it and put foundation all over face.
With black eyeliner draw a semi curved line to make an eyebrow.
On other eyebrow create a bushy eyebrow.

On the other half begin doing eye makeup. Do dark eyeshadow or whatever you
prefer.

Put mascara, and on bottom lashes with black eyeliner draw more lashes.

Steps:
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10.

Start with a clean face.

Block eyebrows by gluing them first and combing them upwards. Repeat this step four
times.

After you're done with that get alcohol on a cotton swab to wipe off excess glue around
eyebrows.

Then power them

Glue prosthetics to desire areas

Put green paint all over face like foundation.

With a darker green contour nose jaw and cheekbones.

Going back to the prosthetics paint shadows with dark green to create dimension to
them.

In the open wound use the burgundy color from the bruise and abrasions kit to put inside
cut. Then from that same kit use the red and also put inside cut.

In another wound put red/burgundy makeup on top to create a freshly stitched wound.



Steps:

11. Create green eyebags.

12. With our white highlight the cheekbones, nose, and jaw.

13. With our black eyeliner do straight pointy eyebrows or any other shape you
would like.

14. Do a Smokey eye with a big cat eyeliner.

15. Glue on some dramatic eyelashes.

16. Do green lipstick (if you don't have any you can use eyeshadow).

17. Lastly with our Snow-White hair color put a little on each side of temples.
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
